Sian Bonnell studied sculpture at Chelsea School of Art and received an MA in Fine Art at Newcastle Polytechnic in 1985.  She lives in Dorset having moved there from London in 1991.  Her photographs have been published and exhibited widely both in the UK and abroad and her work is in many collections, principally The Victoria & Albert Museum, London, The Museum of Fine Arts Houston, Texas and The Harry Ransom Center, Austin, Texas.  A monograph ‘from an elsewhere unknown’ was published in 2004 by Ffotogallery, Cardiff  with essays by Mark Haworth-Booth and Mel Gooding.  She established  TRACE in 1999.

TRACE is an artist led not-for-profit initiative based in Weymouth.  Begun in 1999, it was set up to promote projects and events that combine new visual work, writing and sound.   Since 2002 talks and seminars have been held for each TRACE exhibition  given by invited curators and writers from national galleries and museums including the V&A, the Photographers Gallery in London and Ffotogallery in Cardiff.  More recently TRACE has begun publishing artists books for the Nexus series of shows which commenced in Autumn 2003.  Several TRACE curated exhibitions are scheduled for public venues in the UK  and internationally over 2005 – 2008.
